ARTICLE VII MEETINGS

C. Upon complatiof its work, the Nominating Committee will make known itthéecision to
nominees, the candidates, their parish Moderator, their Deanery PresiiinesBoat dhe
of Directors, sent simultaneously by mail.

D. Notice of all nominations foe pfigsented by the Nominating Committeegivatl tmethe
membership at least thirty days prior to the Diocesan Cohssstidutyor

E. The Nominating Committee shall report at the Diocesan Convention/Assgieblst naming
one nomination fack office.

F. Nominations from the floor shall be in order provided the nomination haesrprecwiusty
by the announced deadline and consent from nominee and endorsement by Diocesan Moder:
have been obtained.

G. To be eligible for theefif President, one must have served on the Diocesian Board
Directors a minimof one term ( two years ).

TDCCW shall, in an emergency, take care of necessary business by mail ballot.

The Treasurer shall be responsible for reporting to the Board of Directors and to the Diocesan
Convention/Assembly ayead the most current financial state of the Council. The report
given to the Convention/Assembly shall include the audited report for the most recent fiscal ye
by the auditor.

The Presideatect shall train and preparself to assume the duties of the office of President.

She shall serve as the TDCCW Board of Directors representative at the NCCW Assembly
previous to her installation as TDCCW President.

year on or before January 31. Organizations not able to meet this deadline because of
extraordinary circumstances may be granted an extension of time by the National Executive
Board.

TDCCW shall be privileged to solicit and accept contributions from interested persons wishing
assist TDCCW. They shall have neither voice nor vote in the deliberations of TDCCW.

Annual dues of membigref TDCCW shall be stated in TDCCW Membership Dues, Rights and
Services.

Any resolution offered by affiliated organizations or individual members for consideration at th
Diocesan Convention must be postmarked and mailed to TDCCW Presidenipifiinty (30) days
to Convention.

The Resolutions Committee shall review all proposed resolutions and present them to the Bose
of Directors with recommendations for consideration and approval. By majority vote, the Boar
Directors shall have the ptaweject any resolution. If a resolution shall be rejected by the
Board of Directors, the members submittiegautbm may present it toithee8an

Convention and such resolution shall be considered by the Convention provided there is a



twa thirds vote of the voting delegates in favor of such considerations. The official notice of th
proposed resolutions and explanation of the rationale of the Board of Directors must be maile
the membership in the call to the Diocesan Convention.

Section4. Notwithstanding the time limit in Section 2, the Board of Directors shall have the power to pre:
to the Resolutions Committee a timely resolution for consideration by the Diocesan Conventio
later than the day before the opening date of $he Bimoeention.

ARTICLE XVIII AMENDMENTS

Section 1. These Bylaws may be amended at any Diocesan Conventthivds/\sote/of the delegates
present and voting. A copy of the proposed amendments must be received at least four mont
prior to the opi@g date of the Convention by the Board of Directors.

Section 2. Approval of the Board of Directors shall be necessary in order to present any proposed
amendments to the affiliated membership. The Board of Directors shall have final authority to
changeny provision of the proposed amendment before it is presented to the membership.

Section 3. The official notice of the proposed amendments and rationale must be postmarked for mailing
the membership in the call to the Diocesan Convention.

Section 4. An emergency amendment may be pnafithset prior notice at a Diocesan Convention
provided it has been previously apprakedbwrd of Direstby a threfurths vote of full
membership of the Board of Directors. Such an amendment slealltheaatipemurths
vote of the delegates present and voting at the Diocesan Convention
