What you are receiving:
These materials are made available to you as part of the ongoing efforts of the Diocese of Tyler to 
nurture a safe environment for all God's children.  The Charter for the Protection of Children and 
Young People requires that these materials be given to you and requires the Diocese to maintain your 
signed acknowledgement of receiving this packet.  

What about the materials that are for the children?
Further, under the Charter we are to help in the education of children on how to keep themselves safe 
from abuse.  In the Diocese of Tyler we cooperate with the parents or guardians in carrying out this 
responsibility.  We ask you to review the materials that will be used for the September and January Safe 
Environment presentations.
