Included in this packet are sessions which have been prepared for primary through grade 12  to provide formation with special topics in your parish.  The theme for this program is Right Relationships.  In the Fall, 2013 the topic of Unconditional Love, Forgiveness, and Reconciliation will be the focus. 
There are four learning objectives:
1. To build awareness that we are called to love God unconditionally and to love

each other as God loves us.

2.  To explain that imposing conditions for love is not what God intended for us.

3.  To teach that love means respecting others and ourselves.

4.  To teach children that God forgives us when we are sorry and that we should

forgive those who hurt us
